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Executive Summary

4 consecutive months of current dollar increase

— Has not happened since 2007, Jun '04 — Nov '07

— Consecutive inflation-adjusted increases ended

« July "10 current $ shipments $6.87 billion (+0.3%)
+$18MM vs. July '09; -$67MM real $ (-1%)

* August employment down; likely decline in August

2010 vs. 2009 shipments

« June Canada shipments were C$775 million
— Up +2.2% in current C$ and up +1.2% inflation-adjusted
— On USS$ basis, up +13.4% in current, +12.3% inflation-adjusted

« 2010 WTT ERC US comm'l printing forecast revised
up $85B for USA, C$8.9B for Canada
